Small group TA lead intervention continues to be a priority providing bespoke sessions to regularly enable pupils literacy and numeracy skills – ensuring daily support and repetition of skills. - Pupils who receive such support make progress across the academic year .


As a school we continue our strong focus on using the  PDG to  enable us to release staff to support pupils with well-being concerns – delivering the programmes as stated above to see an improvements in pupils emotional wellbeing and ability to use strategies to support them in and out of the classroom.
Pupils this year have enjoyed class visitors, library visits , access to dramas and music. 
We have also updated and provided more staff for nurture provision and supervision on the yard.

	Provision of small intervention groups to raise standards in literacy and numeracy skills including Read Write Inc.  spelling, PAT groups and Maths Catch Up. 
	Nearly all pupils make good progress developing reading and writing – with a spelling focus.
Nearly all pupil make progress in developing their numeracy skills.

	Provide funding to support intervention programmes focusing on well-being TIS sessions, sand and lego play – check in sessions.
	The well- being needs of vulnerable children are identified and supported. All pupils feel happy and safe in school.

	Continue to engage with outside agencies to provide sport opportunities such as Torfaen play. Coaches to lead sessions to enhance the skills of school staff through introduction of new PE scheme and to support pupils physical development , health and well being.
	Nearly all pupils have a positive experience of school through provision of a broad and balanced curriculum which caters to the needs of all pupils. The aims of the learning experiences offered to pupils are to develop their health and well-being along with their academic skills.

	Enriched curriculum opportunities provided including trips and visitors to enhance school curriculum.
	Nearly all pupils state they enjoy school and the experiences offered. This will include opportunities to participate in school trips and engage in projects with their peers.
