	Numeracy
· Reciting numbers forwards and backwards 1 – 10 extending to 20
· Using mathematical language such as ‘one more’, ‘one less.’ First, second, third and last. 
· Comparing, sorting and ordering objects in terms of size or weight.
· Using words to describe temperature.
· Using money in play activities.
· Copying simple patterns and sequences.


	Literacy, Language and communication
Please continue to read stories to your child at home. This is essential in supporting children to develop early reading skills, such as knowing the correct way to hold a book and turn pages.
In class we will begin to retell simple stories and use questioning to show understanding of what they have heard or seen within the story. Please continue this at home by asking your child simple questions about the characters in the story and what they can see on the story pages.
We will continue to develop speaking and listening skills.
Mark making will continue to have a strong presence within activities and role play both indoors and outdoors.
