	Dear/Annwyl Parents,
We would like to inform you of the work and activities planned for your children this term.  The first term will be heavily based around respect towards peers in class and others around us.

	English: Kensuke’s Kingdom is our text for the first half term.  This explores how a boy survives after he has been knocked from his families’ boat in the middle of the ocean.  Will he make it back to his family safely?  The children will be writing in different genres such as a recount in the form of a diary entry, persuasion and instructional.

	Maths: This term children will be focusing on the basic underpinnings of maths to ensure skills are refreshed and embedded.  This will include, adding, subtracting, times and divide.  Times tables are particularly important and it would be great if they could be practised at home. 

	Foundation Subjects

Topic: Our topic this term will be Let’s Celebrate.  Through pupil voice we will be learning about the history of Wales, Culture of our country and exploring different styles of Art.  School trips will be organised this term to fully immerse the children into this exciting topic area.
Welsh: Oracy skills will be practised everyday through Cymraeg Bob Dydd and incidental Welsh around the school.  The children will be talking about their “Fy ffrind” as well as using “ES i” to describe what they have been doing. 
P.E. (Physical Education): The first half-term will focus on gymnastic skills covering teamwork and coordination. This will take place on Friday afternoons.  We will be going swimming on a Wednesday morning at 10am, please ensure that children come to school with a caot.  Year 5 complete a mile run/walk each morning.  Please ensure that children wear their P.E kit to school on a Friday
ICT: Google classroom will be used throughout Year 5.  Please can you ensure that your child is able to login independently at home as work will be set via this platform.  It will also be underpinned by work in school.

	Home Learning:

Everyone will be issued with a Bingo Card on Google Classroom displaying 12 activities, which can be completed as homework during the Autumn term.  They may choose one activity per week.  Once completed, pupils can write an account or take a photo or complete a worksheet as evidence.  If possible it would be beneficial for children to complete homework via Google Classroom.  Spellings will be sent home each Friday to learn for their test on Wednesdays.
Reading
As always, reading for pleasure and enjoyment is the aim of the game!  The rest will follow if we can find books that we love.  It is important that the children enjoy what they are reading and isn’t seen as something they are forced to do.  Reading will form part of the homework Bingo card.
