                     St David’s RC Primary School Newsletter
	Annwyl Rhieni / Dear Parents,
At the beginning of the term, we will spend time talking about our new topic, enjoying different stories, exploring changes in the seasons and making comparisons between old and new. We would like the children to bring in a favourite recipe/family recipe for us to follow in class and the children would also like to cook outdoors. We will be exploring their ideas throughout the term and will keep you posted on Seesaw.

	Languages, Literacy and Communication:
This term, we will continue to practise our phonics using Monster Phonics. We begin the term reading and writing ear and ure words. We are also practising sentences and reading books containing these sounds. We will practise our HF words through songs, flashcards and games. We will also practise using punctuation, adjectives, imperative (bossy) verbs, connectives and will be learning how to check and edit our writing. We will take part in regular 1:1 reading with staff and volunteers and guided reading in groups to develop our decoding, comprehension and fluency. We will explore postcards, letters, instructions, recipes, poetry and stories. We will also listen to, read and retell stories from the Bible linked to our RE topics.

	Mathematics and Numeracy
We will practise our numbers to 100 and explore up to 1000. We will be finding one more and less, 10 more and ten less, learn odd, even, doubles, halves and quarters. We will also practise counting in 2s, 5s and 10s using songs, rhymes and hundred squares. We will practise weighing and measuring and begin to use standard measures. We will also explore half past time, dates and times of the year. We will continue to practise our number bonds, partition numbers and reading and writing numbers. We will also begin to explore multiplication by grouping and using arrays. We will use lots of practical resources to develop our maths skills and explore these indoors & outdoors.

	Science & Technology: 
We have loved using the Ipads to explore a variety of useful apps to develop our reading, spelling, maths and RE. We will be using Chatterpix and Piccollage to present our learning this term. We will continue with our weekly outdoor learning sessions to learn about the seasons, explore stories, design and build, and cook outdoors. We will investigate different materials and carry out experiments in groups to understand these materials better. We will continue with our Tap Tap Bang Bang wood work sessions, which we love! 

	Languages and Literacy - Welsh: 

We will continue to ask and answer questions using our word fans, read stories in Welsh and learn songs to help us with our language patterns. We will be exploring a topic about caterpillars through the Welsh language, learning vocabulary and phrases linked to its life cycle. We will also play games to revise and practise this vocabulary and language. 

	R.E. (Religious Education)

Our Spring term’s topics are People of Prayer and Lent to Easter. Our first topic will explore Jesus’ early life, his Mission and the influence that he had on others through Luke’s gospel. We will consider how to share the good news of God’s love. During our RSE programme, we will also practise prayers, listen to stories from the Bible and look at how we can show love and care for others. 

	Health and Well-Being:
PE is on Monday. The children can come to school wearing joggers/shorts, t-shirt, hoodie/jumper and trainers to school on these days. Children will need to bring their own drink bottle and a healthy snack each day. 
We will continue to provide the children with outdoor sessions during the day to develop their physical skills, wood working skills and collaboration. 

We will take part in regular RSE sessions, to explore our similarities and differences, our feelings and how to cope with these, managing getting along and falling out and how we can follow in the footsteps of Jesus in our daily lives. 

	Humanities:

During the Spring Term, we will explore how toys, transport and home life have changed over time, making comparisons and we will write letters and emails as a class to people in our community. We will also explore the idea of fairness and respect for others and will consider ways that we can help our community and the wider world. 


	Expressive Arts:  

We will look at art inspired by the seasons and places (including artists Rhiannon Roberts and Jeremy Thomas) and will create our own paintings and models inspired by the different seasons. We will also listen to and appraise different classical music, music from different eras and create our own music. We will learn Welsh songs and perform them during our Welsh Week. 

	Outdoor Learning: 
Outdoor Learning is on Tuesdays. The children will need a pair of labelled wellies to leave in school, a coat, a hat and gloves. We will be taking part in the Big Schools Bird Watch and will make bird feeders and bird baths to help the birds in our school grounds. 
Home Learning:

Homework tasks will be set per term, Homework Bingo. They can choose 8 activities to complete. They can share their tasks on Seesaw or bring them in at the end of each half term. 
Daily Reading: 

We ask you to encourage and support your child by reading daily at home.  We may also send home Ditties and words to practise with your child. Tips for supporting your child’s reading:
