	Annwyl Rhieni / Dear Parents,
This week, we created our pet shop in our indoor role play area, started creating a garden centre outdoors and have been enjoying the sand play and water play. The children have lots of amazing ideas for our new topic and have suggested that we take part in NO MOW MAY, by leaving an area of grass to grow, to help the pollinators. They also want to grow more vegetables, water the potatoes and grow sunflowers. They have also asked to learn about different animals and how we can help animals in our community and world. We will be exploring their ideas throughout the term and will keep you posted on Seesaw and Twitter. 

	Languages, Literacy and Communication:
This term, we will continue to learn new sounds from Monster Phonics. We will be looking closely at polysyllabic words, practise decoding, writing, comprehension and features of a book/story. We will practise our High Frequency words to help with reading fluency. We will also practise using punctuation, conjunctions, bossy verbs and begin to read through our work to check it. We will take part in Monster Phonics guided reading, group guided reading to develop comprehension skills and read 1:1 with a member of our team. We will also listen to, read and retell stories from the Bible linked to our Easter to Pentecost RE topic. We will explore the story: Farmer Duck,  practise oral story-telling, write diary entries & continue to write instructions using bossy verbs. 

	Mathematics and Numeracy
We will practise our numbers up to 1000. We will be finding ten more and ten less, going above 100, sort even and odd numbers, continue to practise our number bonds and learn about fractions of a whole. We will also practise o’clock and half past time, dates and times of the year. We will use non-standard measures and standard measures to find capacity. We will also practise weighing and making comparisons using the balance weights. We will play lots of games to practise our number and maths skills and carry out investigations, play number puzzles and use the NRICH website to develop reasoning skills. We will also practise number formation, partitioning and recognition and will take part in regular outdoor sessions to develop these skills. We will continue to use Mathseeds in lessons as well as at home. 

	Science & Technology: 
We will be learning about animals, life cycles, food chains and how to care for animals. We will plant, grow and care for plants in our outdoor areas. 
We will also carry out investigations about different habitats and living things. We will be using the Beebots to develop coding and map reading. We will also continue to use the iPads to identify animals and plants in our school grounds, play games to develop maths and literacy skills and develop our photography skills. We are also really looking forward to our visits to the Zoo and the local area. 

	Languages and Literacy - Welsh: 

We will continue to ask and answer questions in Welsh and will be using our Welsh Place Mats and fans to improve our conversation skills. We will also look at life cycles using Welsh and practise Dw i ‘n hoffi (I like); Dw i ddim yn hoffi (I don’t like); Dw I’n gwisgo…. ( I am wearing) and Mae h’in (It is- for the weather); Es i (I went).  We will continue to read and respond to stories in Welsh. 

	R.E.(Religious Education)

Our Summer term’s topics are Easter to Pentecost and The Kingdom of God and Other Religions. Our first topic will look at Jesus’ resurrection and learn about the Ascension and Pentecost. Our second topic will give us time to explore religion around the world and other people’s faiths. Our final topic will also explore being neighbours: local; national and global and let us think about how we can help others, which links well to our school topic: Our Wonderful World. We will read Bible stories, use drama, art, craft, the outdoors & Literacy/ Numeracy to develop our understanding.

	Health and Well-Being:
PE will continue be on a Monday. The children can wear joggers/shorts, school PE T-shirt and jumper and trainers to school on these days. Children will need to bring their own drinks bottle and a healthy snack each day (fruit/veg/cheese, etc).
We will continue to provide the children with outdoor sessions during the day to develop their physical skills, wood-working skills and collaboration. Our Outdoor Learning session in the Outdoor Learning Zone will be on Tuesdays. 
We will continue with our RSE programme using Ten Ten and Fertile Heart to explore relationships, safety, feelings and our love of God. We will take part in lots of group discussion, activities and give the children time to talk to us when needed. 

	Humanities:

During the Summer Term, we will find out about different “wonders” in our community, country and the world. We will explore ways that we can have a negative and positive impact on our community and our world. We will plan ways to help animals and plants. We will also learn about famous people who have helped to improve our world and protect the planet. We will also learn about map skills and locate different places and features on maps. 

	Expressive Arts:  

We will explore drama and dance and will develop our drawing skills linked to our topic. We will use “how to” videos and instruction books to help the children to add more details and accuracy to their drawings. They will also practise our painting techniques and create paintings of animals. We will learn songs linked to the topic and will create our own soundtracks for different habitats using instruments. 

	Outdoor Learning: 
Outdoor Learning is on Tuesday each week. The children will need a coat, summer hat, uniform on their top half and tracksuit bottoms or leggings on their bottom half.  They may also wear trainers to school. We will take part in bug surveys, plant hunts, create our own trails, grow and care for different plants and create our own campfire recipes.
Home Learning:

Homework tasks will be set per term, Homework Bingo. They can choose 8 activities to complete. They can share their tasks on Seesaw or bring them in at the end of each half term.
